Lambs 
presented with clipped bellies attracted noticeably stronger demand. 

In the ewe section, a good entry of stock was forward, with the strongest ewes selling to 
£198. Numbers of cattle were smaller this week following last week’s Christmas Show & 
Sale, but those on offer sold to a consistent trade, topping at £2,021.
